Preview: tnis program is the PDF reader included in the Mac OS. It can

be used to view PDFs, hear PDFs read aloud, and annotate digital text. Here are
instructions on how to use it:

1. Use Preview to open a file
2. This is the standard Preview toolbar that you will find at the top of the page:
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3. To hear the document read aloud, select the text (using the Text tool). Then
use the built-in text to speech feature.

4. To highlight text, click on the “Annotate” button in the main toolbar. This will
open the annotation toolbar at the bottom of your document:
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6. You can add bookmarks by going to “bookmark” — “add bookmark”. Students
can use this to mark where they stopped reading.
Teachers can use this to mark answers to
comprehension questions.

Adobe Reader: tis program is the PDF reader that can be
downloaded for free from get.adobe.com/reader.
