Middle School

	Middle school often runs out of popular items before third lunch.

	The student used to eat daily in elementry school (LPS) but refuses to eat the middle school lunches.

	There is bacon on almost every day's lunch menu -oftem multiple items - many people don't eat it.  Could you publish smoothie flavor of the day on the menu?

	I'm a little concerned about the choices given to the middle school students. My daughter often shares that she has purchased nachos for lunch which I don't find to be a bery healthy choice.

	There is no regular milk come with the order. The lunch should not just come with chocolate milk.

	More vegetarian options.  Pizza quality can be better.  Nacho cheese doesn't taste very good.

	Cafeteria has run out of food many times. Especially for those with the late lunch session

	please add more good DAILY vegetarian options!!! At most, can only eat school lunch once a week because of lack of appealing options for vegetarians.

	Put Doritos on the snack bar more often.  The nacho line gets backed up.

	We really need more time to eat lunch.

	Two areas that I don't like:  1. cookies or any other sweets should not be sold at the cafeteria. The kids have too much sweets already.    2. Milk. My son told me that there is only chocolate milk at lunch. This surprises me very much. Why there is no regular milk?

	Hearing that food is not well received except for a few meals pet month.   Servers are not friendly and do not keep serving area clean.

	Chicken Dumplings could be made with better filling ingredients - more tasty filling.  Keep having the Italian Wedding Soup.  Waiting in the lunch line takes too long.

	I would like to know if the meat is real or if it has filler?  Is the cheese fake or real?  The people at third lunch don't get their fare share of food because most of it is already gone,

	I have 6th and 7th grade students at Clarke. They will not eat the lunches. They do not like anything that is offered, which is not great for me either. I'm sure that not all of the lunches are bad but nothing appeals to them. I know that when they have 4th lunch there isn't much left like seltzer water or cookies for them to buy. I know the state guidelines are tough and there isn't a lot that you are able to do to please "teens"

	Lines still too long on some days - could move faster please.  Have more than two people on the line to help move things along.  Also I wish the cheese would stay on the pizza.  It slides right off now.

	Since the kids are in a growth spur during middle school, the amount of food is not enough most of the times. This is a big concern. My kid once ate almost $10, that's way too much and he has two meal on a daily basis, which translates the amount is not enough at all. Also in the survey, there is no quantity kind of question.

	Please make the more healthy food, offer more choices, and tastier

	PLEASE! more fresh vegetables (local?) PLEASE!! No pancakes for lunch! PLEASE!! NO fried foods. Please take obesity and diabetes seriously. We are a fat country and our food is full of empty calories and bad carbs, sugar and corn syrup. When is a food service going to take a real stand and offer a ground-breaking innovative menu that is also appealing to kids? Other school districts are doing it! But seriously, mashed potatoes, fried food and pancakes? really?

	My child eats the same food every day...

	The food quality is too small for my 6 grader boy. He always needs to buy two meals in order to not feel hungry. Food taste is generally good. If the quality can be increased to meet the growing need of the kids, that would be ideal.

	Suggestion: Use fresher, higher quality ingredients.  For instance, the cheese on the nachos is plastic-y, the pizza is very greasy, the French fries have strange texture and little taste. However, the fruit is pretty fresh.  Thanks.

	My son doesn't buy lunch because he feels it takes too much te to wait in line for it.

	Could have more choices

	sometimes the lunch lady's force you to like buy fruit and they don't always listen. But that's it!

	I seems like you have the same things every week.  Need more variety.  I like the chicken tenders so that you can keep.

	There are not enough vegetarian options.

	The chicken tenders are good, however the Diamond cafeteria runs out of cheeseburgers and mozzarella sticks before I get to lunch - which is often 2nd lunch.  It would be nice to have the smaller bottles of seltzer available.  The big bottle is too much to finish at lunch and is expensive.

	The food is not very good and portions are too small

	They should replace nachos with panini or pasta, since those are delicious and healthier. Portions should be larger so growing kids don't have to order double meals everyday. Serve healthier food like spaghetti + meatballs, salmon/rice, steak & vegetables or soups more often.

	Get more of a certain kind of food that everyone enjoys and switch the lunches up more.

	This is at Diamond: Some of the food is very oily/greasy (most meat and vegetables). The burgers are bland. The cookies are oily and usually the insides are yellow. Sometimes the drinks are warm. I have seen expired 'chunky' milk, moldy apples, and found a piece of plastic left on the cheese in a cheesburger. The pretzels and hot dogs are OK.

	Still way too much processed food. I'm not impressed with the menu. What happened to good old fashioned food?

	There are few options for vegetarians.

	The food is not healthy

	PLEASE PLEASE give only healthy choices. No junks (no chips or pop) during the lunch time. No additives or coloring agents in the meal.

	I was shocked when I heard we were switching to a system that is supposed to be healthier and I see processed chicken fingers, cheeseburger mac & cheese etc.  It all sounds like picky toddler food.   Very full of white starch and both my children will not eat it.  One of my children insisted on buying her entire school years up until the lunch provider company was switched.  Now she finds the food unedible.  My other daughter who bought a couple of times a week, but especially on pizza day, would now rather eat a handful of raw broccoli than eat the pizza that she says she has to pat down with two or three napkins to absorb the oil on top.    Please improve the health, freshness & organic offerings at the school.  It seems to be dated that the school is so focused on typical fast food offerings e.g. fried cheese stix, chicken tenders, chix nuggests (what is the difference really) mac & cheese, pizza melt etc.   and not healthy organic offerings.  Thanks!!!

	As a parent, I thought the variety on the menu looked excellent. My daughter does not participate in the lunch program, however, because she says the lunch period is too short, and having to wait in line would take even more time from being able to eat. She barely has time to eat what is packed with her. She has never made comments regarding the cleanliness, so I assume it is fine. Thank you.

	the regular amount of food served (per $3.25) is not enough for a 13-yr old boy.  Could the Cafe provide "big" meal with higher price (but not 2 meal's cost)?

	would be nice to offer Gluten free meals and snacks to those who have a Gluten free diets.

	We really need more choices.  The options are pretty boring.

	The 4th Lunch at the Clarke Middle School has few choices and often less fresh.

	Sometimes the cafeteria is out of chicken patty's, or the main meal of the day which is annoying. (Especially the day before a school break.) Otherwise good.

	Sometimes the milks leak onto each other and get nasty. Also, there is sometimes salad or fruit on the tray slide and floor.

	The mozzarella sticks should not be served as a full meal.  Everyone loves the raspberry smoothies but no one likes the apple cinnamon smoothies.  The pizza is tasteless, greasy and the cheese falls right off.

	The pizza is often oily and I, as well as many of my friends, have made it a routine to have to dab it with a napkin before we eat it. And the meats look rare. Thanks!

	Please get rid of whole wheat

	We appreciate the availability of on-line information regarding allergens. However, we would like to see more dairy-free food being offered. This is especially true during the winter months when the food choices always seem to revolve around cheese. Also, the food portions often seem too small for these growing kids; at least 25% larger in size would be better. Thanks.

	The food is cold a lot of times. For the students who get last lunch, most times there isn't enough food. Also, the serving sizes are very small and even after eating many students are still very hungry which causes them to have a lack of focus during class.

	I think that school lunches should not provide the kids with chips, I think this because I have seen that some kids don't just get one bag but might get 3 or even 4 bags. Even one bag can be harmful when added up over time 5 lunches a week. I also don't think that the food is the greatest quality. I personally don't really like the way the pizza is at our schools. I have heard from many of my fellow classmates as well that the pizza and other foods at our school are greasy and not very tasty but they know they have to eat something so they at times they only eat the food because there parents could not make them a proper healthy lunch our they just didn't have time in the morning to make one themselves. Many of my friends almost all of them have to take a napkin and wipe off the oil from their pizza to make it edable for them. I also do not think that giving apples out to the children when they get chips and Italian ice is a good idea because personally I don't know one kid that eats these apples because they eather get smashed all up just for entertainment or they get thrown away. Those are just a few of the concers about nutrition at my school and I hope you will find this helpful, and might consider changing the nutrition at all our schools in order to make our schools a better place for students and education. Thank you.

	i think the food is TO healthy, the string beans and other veggies are overcooked, the pizza is to greasy, and any meats are gross, look fake, aren't natural shapes, and cannot be cut easily. Also, to bread/buns stick to the hamburgers and the hamburgers aren't a natural shape. I'm really questioning if the food is healthy or not. I would buy more often, but the food is really undesirable. I would be ok if lunches were $5, as long as the food looked and tasted like food. Lastly, most of the milk is already passed the sell by/expiration date.

	In addition to the food at Diamond being well below good standards (compared with our prior experiences in PA and CT), the food at Estabrook where we also have children is so bad its laughable. I don't think I would let our pets eat it. My kids also report bad attitudes among the workers (again, compared to their prior experiences in other districts).

	Please serve pesto pizza more often.

	I would like larger portions, because smaller portions encourage kids to buy unhealthy items such as chips and cookies. The servings offered by Chartwells were larger and more filling.   I'd like to see better vegetables--if you don't know what the vegetable is, you won't eat it. There's often cooked green mush--maybe fresher looking would be more appetizing.  Maybe serve a variety of raw vegetables every day, and serve them as sides (or allow kids to choose vegetables as a side along with fruit as part of a lunch entree.    The chicken in the salad tastes off.   Chartwell's pizza was better--bigger portions, and not drenched in grease.    I would like to be able to drink water, and not pay for it.  Please provide a water fountain or a machine for plain water in the cafeteria at Diamond!

	I am not inspired to buy lunch

	More fresh fruits. Improve pizza quality. Less greasy food.

	I really liked the noodle bowls, but they don't have them any more. I'm a vegetarian, but I don't always want pizza. The man in charge seems really nice. (7th grader)

	Soups are a good choice in my opinion.  I suggest not soaking the veggies, serve them fresh.

	I once found hair in my burger. Another time I found a piece of plastic in my burger. Are the burgers actually made of cow? Because it doesn't taste like  It.

	I REALLY wish that you would not serve nachos every day, maybe once a week, because it clogs up the line and it take FOREVER to get lunch in that line. Many other people dislike this too. Nachos are good, just not every day.

	There should be more variety in the menu.

	Make more food so it doesn't run out by 4th lunch.

	My child never buys lunch because of the lack of variety. She thought the food was much better in elementary school.It would be nice to not have to bring lunch at least once a week.

	The school lunches are disappointingly low quality food.  Not a good value for any amount of money.  Also it takes too long to purchase lunch and there isn't enough time to eat.

	I have children in 3, 7, 8 and 10th grades...they have Celiac Disease and therefore cannot eat many of your offerings. I was wondering if you would consider adding some gluten-free options besides fruit and salad?

	Need to taste good besides enough nutrition

	My son indicates that the food is just "ok", and that when he has 3rd lunch there is not enough food left.  He says that only the stuff he does not want is left.  He is not happy about this.  He is not a picky eater at all, so if he says it is bad, I believe him.  There should be enough of each food selection available at every lunch.  That is what I am paying for.  I also do not like that students are asked to clean the tables with cleaner--this may be a school issue, not yours?

	I have not received much feedback from my daughter for lunch as we usually bring and she seems Ok with the lunch when she buys. HOWEVER there is a SERIOUS PROBLEM WITH BREAKFAST!  We would love for her to buy breakfast after her early skating mornings, but all the cereals are sugary, she reports, and there is apparently no really healthy option such as eggs (or better yet little omelettes), toast, milk, and fresh fruit salad; or Cheerios or a healthy granola type cereal with skim milk and fruit.  It's fruit loops and similar sugar cereals which are really just candy and lack any pretense of protein.  Also fresh fruit is better than juice.  Even multigrain or whole grain bagels with cream cheese and fruit would work.  The hotel industry buys frozen omelettes which can be heated up and served in a hot server really easily.  Also little yogurts are a great breakfast adjunct.   Thanks!

	portions are small.  some are bland tasting.  not much in sandwiches

	Check again. All the milk cartons from our school say they are from cows grown with hormones, though they don't show any harmful effects. I think otherwise.

	My kids do not have access to healthy food at school - that forces us to provide lunch every day

Going back to the mold issue, the fact that the sheer quantity of mold on my sandwich had gone unnoticed by the staff preparing my sandwich is simply unacceptable; there were quite a few others with the same issue, and those preparing the sandwiches had failed to notice the issue for each of those individuals. It is of the utmost importance that such an atrocity does not repeat itself; I would kindly request that, at the very least, Whitsons check that the food is edible most every day.
